Mark 6:31-33  (NRSV) 

 ñJesus said to them, ñCome away to a deserted place all by 
yourselves and rest a while.ò  For many were coming and going, and they 
had no leisure even to eat.  And they went away in the boat to a deserted 
place by themselves.  Now many saw them going and recognized them, 
and they hurried there on foot from all the towns and arrived ahead of 
them. 

 I stopped at Target on Friday, July 10th after work to pick up cat 
food, cat litter, and some cleaning supplies.  After I put the items I came 
for in the cart, I decided to just look around a little bit.  When I got over to 
the north east corner of the store where the summer seasonal 
merchandise is, I was surprised to see that  employees were busy boxing 
up inventory and transitioning the space into ñBack to School!ò  Hey, we 
just had the 4th of July celebration and now we are already into the back 
to school mode?  Where did my summer go?  Everything is speeding up 
these days for me...couldnôt we just enjoy looking at the summer wares a 
little longer and put the back to school items out the second week of 
August? 

 The gospel of Mark is a gospel that unfolds itself at top speed.  
One of Markôs favorite words is óimmediatelyô.  As soon as one event is 
over in the life of Jesus and his disciples, óimmediatelyô something else 
happens.  There is no rest to be found, no time to relax and just look 
around at the scenery.  In the few words above from Chapter 6, the 
disciples are telling Jesus that they need a break and Jesus agrees.  
However, it becomes apparent that the crowd has other ideas and no 
break is to be found. 

 We live in a very complicated and fast paced world today.  Our 
lives are not really our own; we are pulled every which way at times.  
Hopefully, we can find some ôbalanceô as we live out our lives...that 
óbalance placeô between rest/duty, self-care/hospitality, success/rat-race, 
abiding/constant rush, compassion/exhaustion. 

 Before the end of summer, may each of you find a ôdeserted 
placeô to go to and rest a while.  Take some time this summer to lie down 
on the grass at night, gaze up at the stars and thank God for the 
wonderful gift of this creation and the gift of life itself.  
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Many children in Mandan begin school each year without 
supplies.  During the next few months, please check the 
school supply aisles and consider making a purchase for 
those less fortunate right here in Mandan.  Supplies needed 
are 24 box crayons, pencils, erasers, glue, glue sticks, rulers, 
scissors, folders and regular or college ruled tablets.  Any 
supplies received will be equally distributed among the 6 
Mandan elementary schools.  The schools last year were very 
appreciative of all the supplies that were given to them!  There 
will be a SPECIAL BOX for these items in the narthex; please 
drop your donations in there.

straps (no standard backpacks)
